Today’s Topic: “We Can Be a Light in a Very Dark World”



Psalm 12:1 TPT
Help, Lord!  Save us! For Godly ones are disappearing.  Where are the dependable, principled ones?  They are a vanishing breed!
At this time of the year, we are focused on gift-giving.  We need to remember and be thankful for the gift God gave to mankind, His son Jesus – Who freely gave his life, so that we who believe and openly acknowledge Jesus as Lord, will be saved and have eternal life.
Now knowing that, now believing that, and because we have been saved by God’s unbelievable grace, we become a lit candle in a very dark world.
Last Sunday, the first of 8 Hanukkah Candles were lit, in memory of that event.
As that story goes, a Jewish priest and his sons rose up against the Greek soldiers defending what was holy.
And while we are not facing Greek Soldiers, the battle we are called into is no less formidable.
A dark and dying world desperately needs Jesus . . . and we probably are the instrument in his hand now, to expand His Kingdom.
So, with that said, I have a very strong sense that we are called to pay attention to and initially operate in, that being; our assigned sphere of influence.
So, what does that lit candle look like in a dark world?
It probably includes family, neighbors, and unchurched friends that need-to-know Jesus . . . and it may include some level of discipleship, helping them to get to the truth.
What does this have to do with personal prosperity? 
Actually everything.
You see, it was never supposed to be about us, it was always about the expansion of God’s Kingdom, for His Glory, we are foot soldiers in that march.
Jesus taught us this lesson very clearly:
Matthew 6:33 AMP
But seek ([a]aim at and strive after) first of all His kingdom and His righteousness ([b]His way of doing and being right), and then all these things [c]taken together will be given you besides.
We are also taught the following:
Hebrews 6:12 AMP
In order that you may not grow disinterested and become [spiritual] sluggards, but imitators, behaving as do those who through faith ([a]by their leaning of the entire personality on God in Christ in absolute trust and confidence in His power, wisdom, and goodness) and by practice of patient endurance and waiting are [now] inheriting the promises.
2 Corinthians 9:7-11 AMP
Let each one [give] as he has made up his own mind and purposed in his heart, not reluctantly or sorrowfully or under compulsion, for God loves (He [a]takes pleasure in, prizes above other things, and is unwilling to abandon or to do without) a cheerful (joyous, “prompt to do it”) giver [whose heart is in his giving].
And God is able to make all grace (every favor and [b]earthly blessing) come to you in abundance, so that you may always and under all circumstances and whatever the need [c]be self-sufficient [possessing enough to require no aid or support and furnished in abundance for every good work and charitable donation].
As it is written, He [the benevolent person] scatters abroad; He gives to the poor; His deeds of justice and goodness and kindness and benevolence will go on and endure forever!
And [God] Who provides seed for the sower and bread for eating will also provide and multiply your [resources for] sowing and increase the fruits of your righteousness [[d]which manifests itself in active goodness, kindness, and charity].
Thus, you will be enriched in all things and in every way, so that you can be generous, and [your generosity as it is] administered by us will bring forth thanksgiving to God.

And, Taken Together We Are Called to Now Act:
James 2:17 AMP
So also, faith, if it does not have works (deeds and actions of obedience to back it up), by itself is destitute of power (inoperative, dead).
